“Three universities, one community, endless 
opportunities” has been the principle applied by Ruhr 
University Bochum, TU Dortmund University and the 
University of Duisburg-Essen ever since they joined forces 
as University Alliance Ruhr (UA Ruhr). Since 2007, the 
three major Ruhr universities have been boosting their 
performance by bundling competencies.

The facts and figures in this flyer illustrate the joint 
diversity and strength at UA Ruhr: more than 110,000 
young people and approx. 14,000 researchers pursue 
degree courses, conduct research and work at the three 
universities, benefiting from a broad range of degree 
programs that covers all disciplines: from engineering 
and natural sciences, through humanities and social 
sciences, to medicine. 

The University Alliance Ruhr is expanding its 
international cutting-edge research under the umbrella 
of the Research Alliance. Four Research Centers address 
the major issues of the future: health, sustainability, 
digitalization and energy. The research areas are being 
further developed in particular through the creation of 
new professorships and the appointment of excellent top 
scientists. The College for Social Sciences and Humanities 
promotes international exchange by inviting guest 
researchers to the Ruhr region to carry out joint research 
projects with local colleagues.

With a combination of all these factors, UA Ruhr 
has established the Ruhr region as one of the most 
powerful economic and industrial hubs in Germany. 
Five universities, one University of the Arts, 17 higher 
education institutions and numerous non-university 
research institutions are best proof of the former coal 
and steel region’s successful transformation into the 
innovative and unique science hub Ruhr.
